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Maine CDC inves�gated a travel-associated, confirmed case of measles and worked with the case and clinicians to 

iden�fy exposed contacts and assess contacts for evidence of immunity. Maine clinicians are asked to increase 

surveillance for rash illness sugges�ve of measles to iden�fy early poten�al cases and prevent the spread of      

disease in Maine. Providers and their staff are advised to watch for a fever, malaise, cough, coryza and              

conjunc�vi�s followed by a maculopapular rash in their pa�ents. Those who are infected are contagious for four 

days before rash onset through four days a&er the rash onset. The incuba�on period is typically 10-14 days, but 

can last up to 21 days.  

All children should receive 2 doses of MMR vaccine, the first at 12 through 15 months of age, the second at 4 

through 6 years of age. Children who are 6 through 11 months of age who will be traveling interna�onally should 

receive 1 dose of MMR vaccine.  Every effort should be made to iden�fy and vaccinate children who are not up-to

-date. All adults should have acceptable proof of immunity to measles. For adults with no evidence of immunity to 

measles, 1 dose of MMR is recommended, unless the adult is in a high risk group (e.g. interna�onal travelers, 

health care workers, and college students), in which case 2 doses of MMR vaccine are recommended.

Step 1. Remove all expired vaccine from refrigerator 

and/or freezer unit. Place expired vaccine in a bag 

labeled ‘Do Not Use’. 

Step 2. Expired vaccine will automa�cally be          

removed from ac�ve inventory in ImmPact. You will 

expire the vaccine during monthly reconcilia�on. 

Step 3. During reconcilia�on, you will get an error to 

call MIP. We will verify # of doses to be expired. 

Step 4. MIP will fax or email you a form and 

McKesson will email or mail you a UPS return label 

Step 5. Return expired vaccine via UPS
