Seeding will oceur in late May, early June. Seed purchased from Mooks and Downeast Institute
is placed in wooden nursery boxes which are then affixed to groundlines on the lease. Young
oysters are removed from nursery boxes and placed in bags/cages in late July, mid-August.

The lease is tended and maintained daily when the gear is on the surface by the farm manager
who is both an owner and a year-round full-time employee. The lease is located directly and
closely off the property of the lease holders and is visible from the windows of their residence.

flipping cages, etc.)?

The 167 skitt'is poweied by a
95HP Vamala 2-sivole ouiboard. One skiff is operaiing cach day, but usually attached to the
gear with the engine off. Tumbler and shaker iable operation will be seasonal, 2 hours at a time,
about mid-day. Power washer is used about twice a week for 2 hours ai a time.

Most boating activity is during the summer months primarily in north/south transit of channel connecting mooring
area south of Phoebe Island to upper reaches of Robinhood Cove and Sheepscot River.

Other than shoal draft craft (kayaks, canoes
small outboards), boats rarely venture over to the west side of the cove (proposed lease area) because it is shallow
with unmarked rocks. A couple neighbors do tack their sailboats in the vicinity of my current eastern boundary.

The Heald and Longstreet floats and moorings are well clear
of the lease site, and the Cogburn and Azzam moorings, though closer, are accessed from petitioner’s floats where
