The purpose of this lease is to develop a higher volume-based method of cultivating oysters.
This will include, utilizing the entirety of the water column and developing new gear types and
methods to maximize lease space and to simplify harvest techniques.

A second purpose is to test the growth rates and survivability of oyster seed in Johns River.

C. Describe the general culture process for each species proposed.

Oyster seed will grow in floating gear until it reaches an ideal size to be safely moved to the
bottom.

D. What months will the proposed activities (i.e. seeding, tending, and harvesting) occur?

Oyster seed will be planted into floating gear during the spring months, May, April, and June.
These will be tended to all spring, summer, and fall between the months of May and November.
Tending activities will diminish throughout the fall. Harvesting will be year round.
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E. How often will you be at the site during seeding and harvesting periods?

During seeding periods, the oysters and gear will be tended 3-5 times weekly. Harvesting will
happen 1-3 times per week.

F. How frequently will you visit/tend the site for routine maintenance (i.e. flipping cages,
etc.)?

Routine maintenance will be conducted 1-5 times each week. Maintenance will be conducted
more frequently during the warmer months and less frequently during the colder months.

G. Describe the harvesting techniques you will use. If you plan on using a drag, please
provide the dimensions.

The planned harvest techniques are, pulling market oysters from floating gear, picking up gear
with oysters from the bottom, and diving in the spring and fall.

The oysters in floating gear will be pulled by hand and sorted by hand on the boat. Bottom gear
will be lifted with a 12 volt hauler, the oysters will be sorted by hand on the boat. The bottom
planted oysters without gear will be harvested via diving. The oysters will then be sorted by
hand on the boat.

H. Describe any overwintering or “off season” plans for the site. For example, will you
remove gear from the site and/or deploy gear in different areas within the proposed site?

All current bottom gear will remain on the lease site on the bottom. All floating gear containing
oysters will be sunk to the bottom in the lease site. All floating gear without oysters will either
be removed from the lease site or sunk to the bottom.
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I. What type of machinery (e.g. generator, drag, grading equipment, etc.) will you be using
on the site? When and how often will the machinery be used?

Current machinery includes an electric hauler. Future machinery will/can include a generator,
power washer, and tumbler. Any machinery implemented with decibels exceeding 85, will be
modified to reduce noise; sound proof covering, padding, noise redirection.

While tending the oysters from May through November, the generator will be used to power the
tumbler and will be used intermittently during the day. This equipment is used to shape the
oysters, sort them by size, and clean the oysters. The power washer will only be used when
necessary to clean excess biofouling that air drying will not eliminate. The power washer will

be used, at most, one day per month. If using the power washer one day per month, I anticipate

it will be used from 1 to 8 hours, depending on the size of a mussel and/or barnacle set.

J. Please provide details on any predator control techniques you plan to employ.

Predator control for floating gear will consist of flipping and air-drying to control the biofouling.
Bottom gear will be cycled out as harvesting empties gear. This gear will be either air-dried or
power washed when necessary.

K. Suspended culture gear can attract birds that roost on the gear and defecate, potentially
creating a pollution source impacting shellfish held within the gear. In order to comply
with the National Shellfish Sanitation Program (NSSP) Model Ordinance (MO), DMR is
requiring that applications for the suspended culture of shellfish include a description of
mitigation or deterrent measures to minimize the potential pollution impacts of birds at the
proposed site.

Step 11: Determine if the municipality where your site is located has a shellfish conservation
program.

Pursuant to 12 MRSA 86072(3) In any municipality with a shellfish conservation program under
section 6671, the Commissioner may not lease areas in the intertidal zone within the
municipality without the consent of the municipal officers.

If the municipality where the proposed lease site is located has a shellfish conservation program,
it is your responsibility to obtain consent for the proposed lease site from the municipal officers
(i.e., the selectmen or councilors of the town, or the mayor and aldermen or councilors of a city.)
Consent means a majority vote of the municipal officers as recorded in a public meeting.

It is your responsibility to contact the municipality and determine if they have a shellfish
conservation program. Best practices would include discussing your plans with shellfish
committee members, but only the consent of municipal officers is required.
