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POLICY CHANGE for ARCHITECTURAL SURVEY PHOTOGRAPHS

Asof October 1, 2013, the Maine Historic Preservation Commission has changed the photographic policy for architectural
survey. Black and white film isno longer required for surveys. Thefollowingisrequired for all MDOT or Review and
Compliance surveys, and super ceeds all previous guidance as published in the Above Ground Cultural Resource Survey
Manuals, 2010.

This policy change does NOT apply to National Register of Historic Places nominations for properties within Maine.

A. Digital Images

1. An image shall be taken of each resource witlyal camera. The original image size must bemaller than 1600 x
1200pixels at 300 pixels per inch. The digital imaghall be saved in RGB color format. All digitahges shall be burned
onto a CD-R or DVD-R disk, and the disk labeledwgtoject name, PIN # or MHPC #, surveyor namedatd of images.
The individual images must be labeled in a manimatrallows them to be linked to the specific surfeyn. Use a consistent
method in each project.

Preferred name: Pin#_Survey Map #.jpg
Example: 01234 _1.jpg
01234 _1la.jpg (for multiple shots of the samsource)

Alternative name: Pin #_address_description.jpg
Example: 01234 _1Main_barn.jpg

2. Each digital image shall be uploaded on the @myate from in CARMA.

3. Atest image, in black and white, may then lggtally printed directly onto a blank survey forms{ng the required cover-
stock). If the printed image is clear (no bleedliigen all the survey images can be printed dirextto the forms (in black
and white), when the forms are printed from the siteb (Surveyors need to send a sample image @mysoover stock to
MHPC for approval prior to printing the projectfjthe test image is not clear, then all the digiteages must be printed
onto photographic paper as specified below andntage will then be affixed to the submitted cofyre survey using
archivally safe adhesive.

4. The digital images may be printed in black atnitevor in color.

5. The size of the printed images will be 3 ¥2" x 5”

6. The digital images will be indexed to the surf@yns.

7. Digital image printing. All digital images pted for architectural surveys must meet a 75 gearival standard. The

standard is met through a combination of archivaitpgraphic paper and photographic ink. These amatibns are subject
to change.
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Archival quality paper: Use manufacturer recomngghpaper for photograph prints.

8. Photographs shall be affixed to the inventorpfaising archivally safe adhesive, such as Eln@ht®. Photographs
attached with paperclips or staples will not bespted.

B. Additional Photographic Standards and Guidance

1. Photographs must be of sufficient quality, witjard to composition, exposure, and subject tbleredequate evaluation
of the resource. Seek out the best shot.

2. A separate photograph should be taken of evafgmstructure or landscape feature as seen fremotlid. The focus of
this image should be the structure that is beirsgideed on that form.

3. Photographs should be taken at a face on ajquebkngle, and be free from obscuring elementsqtigarked cars,
overpasses, review mirrors) whenever possible.

4. All digital images must be printed using a comalbion of archival ink and paper as referenced abBvints with streaks,
lines, large pixels or poor ink quality will be uveted.

5. Do not mount photographs in a manner that olescpirinted material on the form. If the photograptoo big to fit in the
space provided mount it on a continuation sheettn®hotographs may be mounted on the back of dne ®rm.

6. For properties listed in or determined to bgikle for listing in the National Register additadphotographs must be
submitted that depict the property in relationhte proposed project area (i.e. road, bridge, ct)lver

7. For properties within eligible historic distsanclude photographs of the overall landscape sipthe relationship of
resources to each other (i.e. street views). Aaftht views should be used to supplement the cdetishage, to provide
overall landscape images, or capture specific feafuncluding stone walls, terraces, tree lints, eAdditional photographs
should be attached to continuation sheets.

8. Attach as appendix to the survey report digitelges of all non-contributing resources withinedigible historic district.
Reference these photographs in the survey repdardiR Eligibility”, discuss the impact the resoas have on the eligible
district, and key the photographs to the distriapm

9. Photographs of barns need to depict the bagnéstion! Do not simply duplicate an overall pndpshot that includes a
barn for the barn photograph. Use a telephotoiferecessary to isolate the appropriate image.
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
