Commissioner David moved, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to adopt the January Commission Meeting 
Minutes. 4 in favor | 0 opposed. 

ADMINISTRATION 

Monthly reports : Executive Director Thomson Crossman discussed reporting on the following Commission 
activities: 

● Personnel: A report was placed on file. 
● Compliance: Since the last meeting, there was 1 successful conciliation and 5 unsuccessful conciliations. 

10 reasonable grounds cases remain in active conciliation. 
● New Charges: 50 new complaints filed in January 2024. 
● Administrative Dismissals: 28 administrative dismissals issued in January 2024. 
● Pre-determination settlements: 8 pre-determination cases settled with benefits of $456,500 to 

complainants in January 2024. 
Quarterly reports : 

● Training & Education: Commission staff attended/participated in 10 training or education sessions in the 
second quarter of the fiscal year. 

● Financial Reports: Presented and placed on file. 
● Pending Inventory: 645 cases pending at the end of January 2024.

HEARING AGENDA (MORNING SESSION) 
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E22-0076, White v. Liberty Mutual Insurance. Complainant was not present. Attorney Brooke Haley was 
present for Respondent. Commissioner O’Brien moved, seconded by Commissioner Douglas, to find that 
there are no reasonable grounds to believe that Liberty Mutual Insurance discriminated against Dustin 
White on the basis of age; there are no reasonable grounds to believe that Liberty Mutual Insurance 
retaliated against Dustin White for engaging in MHRA- and WPA-protected conduct; and the complaint 
should be dismissed in accordance with 5 M.R.S. 4612(2).

H23-0328AB, Taylor v. Patricia Dearborn & T & S Property. Attorney Alice Neal presented Complainant’s 
position. Attorney Sarah Newell presented Respondents’ position. Investigator Nupur Leva reviewed her 
report and recommendations and answered Commissioner questions. Commissioner O’Brien moved, 
seconded by Commissioner Walker, to find that there are no reasonable grounds to believe that Patricia 
Dearborn and/or T and S property Management discriminated against Bobbie Taylor based on her disability 
(discriminatory statements, terms and conditions, reasonable accommodation, and eviction) and/or sexual 
orientation or gender identity; there are no reasonable grounds to believe that Patricia Dearborn and/or T 
and S Property Management retaliated against Bobbie Taylor for engaging in MHRA-protected activity; and 
the complaint should be dismissed in accordance with 5 M.R.S. § 4612(2). 
4 in favor | 0 opposed. 

H23-0365ABC, Hood v. Chasse Apartments, LLC, Mary Ann Chasse & Lyle Chasse. Attorney Elizabeth 
Fontugne presented Complainant’s position. Attorney Theodore Smith presented Respondents’ position. 
Investigator Angela Morse reviewed her report and recommendations and answered Commissioner 
questions. Commissioner David moved, seconded by Commissioner O’Brien, to find that there are no 
reasonable grounds to believe that Chasse Apartments LLC, Mary Ann Chasse, & Lyle Chasse discriminated 
against Alton Hood III on the basis of disability and/or receipt of public assistance; there are no reasonable 
grounds to believe that Chasse Apartments LLC, Mary Ann Chasse, & Lyle Chasse retaliated against for 
Alton Hood Ill engaging in MHRA -protected activity; and the complaint should be dismissed in accordance 
with 5 M.R.S. 4612(2).

Tidewater Loft Ass’n/Settino], a reasonable-grounds case that was not successfully resolved in conciliation; not to 
litigate E22-0052, Morrell v. Cosmo, LLC or PA21-0236, Ouellette v. Trinity Evangelical Free Church and Homeless 
Shelter; and to approve the settlement agreement in H20-0399, Guerette v. Larkin and allow Commission Counsel 
to sign for the Commissioners..
